The Mesoamerican and Caribbean Geospatial Alliance (MACGA) is a project implemented by the U.S. Geological 
Survey/EROS Data Center in cooperation with a number of partner organizations. MACGA strives, as an alliance of 
organizations with shared interests, to facilitate the development of spatial data with appropriate standards, datums, 
and descriptions, assist efficient data management, and support access, dissemination, and applications in the 
regions of Mesoamerica and the Caribbean. The logic behind the project: better and more readily available spatial 
data should translate into better decision-making. 
With core funding from USAID, and support from national and international agencies, the MACGA project features an 
ambitious capacity-building program. Two technical workshops on spatial data technologies are organized to provide 
training, software, and source data. One was held in Panama in November 2003 for Mesoamerican participants, 
hosted by the Secretaria Nacional de Ciencia, Tecnologia e Innovacion (SENACYT) in Panama, and the other 
workshop is planned for May 2004 for Caribbean participants. The project seeks to promote the establishment or 
improvement of spatial data infrastructures, assist in the establishment of better communication channels among 
agencies and initiatives developing spatial data, and in general help build a framework for improved spatial data 
generation, management, and dissemination in these two regions.

ICTs such as a global positioning system (GPS) device and digital cameras give extension officers immediate access 
to vital agricultural information and enable them to make recommendations to farmers on the spot. 
 
Catalyzing Conservation Action in Latin America: Identifying priority sites and best management alternatives in 
five global significant ecoregions (September 2003). The main objective of this project is to identify, with a scientific 
basis, the high priority sites for conservation in five ecoregions of world importance in Latin America. Out of many 
important sites presented in the study for each ecoregion, the ones selected were those that showed the best 
possibilities for real conservation and were not Protected Areas.

Modeling the Population-Environment Interaction: A Geo-demographic Analysis of North-central Costa Rica 
to Support Biological Corridor Designation, Conservation Policy and Practice
This study seeks to incorporate a rich and diverse collection of demographic and socioeconomic spatial datasets into 
an analysis of critical areas for conservation and in the designation of biological corridors between existing protected 
areas in Costa Rica. Located to the north of the greater San José metropolitan area, the largest urban population 
center in the country, the project area encompasses five national parks (PN’s): PN Turrialba, PN Volcán Irazú, PN
