You acknowledge and agree this gives NGC the right to translate, or have translated your Chapter and to publish, or grant others to publish your Chapter in the Book in various countries, languages and in multiple media formats now known or later developed.  The rights granted herein include permission to place the Chapter (as a part of the Book) on the Global Spatial Data Infrastructures Association’s Web site.  Further, the Book as a whole shall be licensed under the Creative Commons Attribution-NonCommercial-NoDerivs 3.0 License Agreement (http://creativecommons.org/licenses/by-nc-nd/3.0/legalcode) and a copy of this license shall be included in the hardcopy version of the Book and shall be part of the electronic (e-book) version of the Book.

You represent and warrant to NGC that the Chapter submitted by you for publication is original and free from any copyright restrictions, or where not original to you, that it is free from copyright restrictions or written consent to its use has been obtained from the copyright holder; that it does not infringe upon or violate any personal or property rights of others; that it contains nothing scandalous, libelous, in violation of any right of privacy, or contrary to law; and that you have full power to enter into this Agreement and to grant NGC the rights provided in this Agreement.

You agree to defend, indemnify and hold harmless NGC, its licensees, and distributors against loss, damage, liability, or expense (including attorney’s fees) arising out of any claim, action or proceeding alleging facts that, if established, would constitute a breach of any of the assertions made by you in this Agreement.

Subject to approval and acceptance of your Chapter by the Book’s editor(s) and NGC, NGC shall publish your Chapter in the Book in an appropriate manner and style.  NGC reserves the right to conform your manuscript to a style of presentation, spelling, capitalization, and usage that it deems appropriate.

You grant NGC permission to use your name, picture, and/or biographical data in connection with the distribution and publicizing of the Book and the exercise of other rights granted in this Agreement.

NGC shall be under no obligation to compensate you for the rights granted in this Agreement, except to give you full credit of authorship for the Chapter regardless of the means or form of reproduction or publication.

Prior to publication, NGC will send you an edited manuscript or proofs of your Chapter to review.  You shall read and correct the edited manuscript or proofs within the time period specified by the Book’s editor(s).  Failure by you to return to NGC the corrected, edited manuscript or proofs within the specified period of time may be cause to terminate this Agreement and NGC shall retain all right, title, and interest in the delivered content.

In the event of conflict between language in the above referenced Creative Commons license and this Agreement, the language of this Agreement shall take precedence. This Agreement constitutes the complete understanding of the parties.
